Savitribai Phule was born on January 3, 1831 in the village of Naigaon
in Satara District of Maharashtra. She was an eldest daughter of Lakshmi
& Khandoji Patil. At the age of 10, Savithribai Phule was married to
Jotirao Phule was 13 years old.

According to Government records, Jotirao was responsible for
educating Savithribai at their home. After completing her teachers
education, Savitribai Phule started teaching girls at the Maharwada in
Pune. They have started their own school at Bhidewada. The curriculum
included traditional western curriculum of mathematics, science and social
studies.
